Article 1.
General Provisions

LA Non-profit Joint Stock Company “Almaty University of Power Engineering and
Telecommunication named Gumarbek Daukeev”, hereinafter referred to as the" Company ", is the
legal successor of the non-profit joint stock company” Almaty University of Energy and Communications
"(certificate of state re-registration No. (Minutes No. 43) was renamed into the non-profit joint-stock
company “Almaty University of Energy and Communications named after Gumarbek Daukeey” All
rights and obligations of the non-profit joint-stock company "Almaty University of Energy and
Communications" are transferred to the Company from the moment of its state re-registration.

1.3 The Company is a non-profit organization that does not pursue as the main goal of jts
activities the generation of income and the distribution of the resulting net income among shareholders.

The company issyes shares in order to raise funds for its activities.

The company does not pay dividends on shares,

1.4 The company operates on the basis of the Civil Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan, (he
Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated May 13, 2003 No. 4] 5-11"On Joint Stock Companies", the Law
of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated January 16, 2001, No. 142 "On Non-Commercial Organizations",
the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan of July 27, 2007, No. 319-11T "On Education", this Charter and
other regulatory legal acts.

1.5, The state is not responsible for the obligations of the Company. The company is not
responsible for the obligations of the state.

1.6. Location of the executive body of the Company: 050013, Republic of Kazakhstan. city of
Almaty, st, Baitursynuly, 126/] .

L7 The period of the Company's activity is not limited.

1.8. The distinctive mark of the Society consists of: Eight circles of blue color, successively

decreasing in arithmetic progression by the diameter of the smaller circle, the outer circle has a
thickening, the red letters "A" and "E" are inscribed in the center of the outer circle, stylized as a radjo
antenna, along the circumference of the outer circle there is an inscription "Almaty University of Energy
and Communications named after Gumarbek Daukeey".

1.9. This Charter is drawn up in Kazakh, Russian and English languages. In the event of a
discrepancy in the interpretation of these texts. the text indicated in the Kazakh language has priority.

Article 2,
Objectives and activities
7.5 The main subject of the Society's activities is the implementation of educational programs
for higher and postgraduate education, as well as research projects in the profile of the Society on the
basis of licenses of the state authorized body in the field of education,

The main goal of the Society is the training and retraining of professional personnel in
cooperation with leading international and domestic educational, scientific organizations, industrial
enterprises,

2.2, Types of activities (functions) of the Company:

2.2.1.  Provision of educational services:

* training, retraining, additional education; and advanced training of specialists with higher
education, training of specialists with a second higher education; additional education;

* training, additional education of highly qualified personnel with postgraduate education through

* training, additional education, retraining and advanced training of specialists with secondary
Vocational education i

* training, additional education, retraining and advanced training of workers:

* participation in the Preparation and additional education of schoolchildren and s?ud_ents of the
System of general and secondary vocational education in colleges. lyceum schools and specialized classes
at the Company;



* development of recommendations and holding seminars and other educational and
methodological activities on the issues of reforming and improving the sphere of education, science and
technology.

2.2.11.  Provision of catering services, medical and sports and recreational services, the provision
of residential premises for rent in hostels to employees and students.

2.2.12. A company may engage in entrepreneurial activity only insofar as it corresponds to its
statutory goals. Types of business activities of the Company:

Depending on the scope
of work with the use of information constituting a state secret, a structural unit for the protection of state
Secrets is created in the Company, the functions of which are determined by the rector in accordance with
the regulatory documents approved by the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and taking into
~ Account the specifics of the work carried out. Protection of state secrets is the main activity of the Society.



Article 3.
Legal status

3.1 The company acquires the rights of a legal entity from the moment of its state
registration. -

32 The Company can open settlement, currency and other accounts in banks of the Republic
of Kazakhstan and abroad.

3.3, The company has an independent balance sheet and operates on the basis of full cost
accounting, self-financing and self-sufficiency.

34. The Company possesses property that is separate from the property of its shareholders

and is not responsible for their obligations. The company is responsible for its obligations with all
property belonging to it. Shareholders are not liable for the obligations of the Company and bear the risk
of losses related to the activities of the Company, within the limits of the value of their shares.

3.9; The company has a round seal, stamps and letterheads indicating its name in the Kazakh
and Russian languages. The company has its own trademark and distinctive symbols, the samples of
which are approved by the executive body and registered in accordance with the established procedure.

3.6. The company, in the interests of realizing the goal of creation and types of activities, is
endowed with the following rights:

1) conclude contracts on their own behalf, acquire property and non-property rights, bear
obligations, be a plaintiff and defendant in court:

2) acquire, alienate, provide or receive for use, both in the territory of the Republic of
Kazakhstan and abroad, all kinds of movable and immovable property necessary for their activities;

3) to search for and implement new forms of their organizational development that meet the

requirements of improving self-supporting relations, cooperation, concentration, specialization,
combination or expansion of educational and scientific processes;

4) make, both in the Republic of Kazakhstan and abroad, all kinds of large and other
transactions, and other legal acts, including purchase and sale, exchange, contract, loan, transportation,
insurance and other types of operations, freely choose partners and suppliers, develop forms of foreign
economic relations that do not contradict the subject matter and goals of the Company;

5) be a founder or member of other legal entities;

6) determine your internal organizational structure;

7) determine economic standards, organization of intra- and inter-structural document flow:

8) develop and approve educational programs of higher and postgraduate education in
accordance with state compulsory education standards;

9) determine the qualification characteristics of the positions of employees of organizations

of higher and (or) postgraduate education in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan,

10) to develop and approve the rules for the competitive replacement of positions of the
teaching staff and scientific workers;

1) develop and approve the forms of the contract for the provision of educational services
and the contract for the conduct of professional practice;

2) carry out educational activities on the basis of independently developed workload
standards, forms and amounts of remuneration;

13) develop and approve the rules for admission to the organization of higher and (or)
postgraduate education;

14) development of the Company's development program:;

15) to award students with bachelor's and master's degrees;

16) develop and approve the rules for organizing and conducting professional practice and the
rules for defining organizations as bases of practice;

17) develop and approve the rules for the transfer and restoration of students in accordance
with the standard rules for the activities of organizations of higher and (or) postgraduate education;

18) grant academic leave to students on the basis of the conclusion of the medical advisory

commission, a summons for military service, birth, adoption (adoption) of a child until he reaches the age
of three;

19) develop and approve internal regulations;

20) develop and approve work curricula and work curriculum;

21) introduce new teaching technologies, including credit teaching technologies:
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22) conduct ongoing monitoring of progress, intermediate and final certification of students
in accordance with the standard rules for the activities of organizations of higher and (or) postgraduate
education:;

23) provide advanced training and retraining of personnel in the manner prescribed by the
legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

24) introduce modern forms of professional training;

25) create an endowment fund for the organization of higher and (or) postgraduate education;

26) create legal entities for scientific and educational activities at the expense of extra-
budgetary sources of funding;

27) open start-up companies;

28) create branches in foreign countries.

3.7 The Company has the right to create and open representative offices in accordance with

the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Representative offices operate on the basis of regulations
approved by the Board of Directors of the Company. '

3.8. Society abstains from any types and forms of political activity and does not allow
political parties and religious associations to interfere in its activities.

3.9. The propaganda of ideas of political parties, religious organizations and public
associations in the Society is not allowed.

3.10. The creation and operation of organizational structures of political parties, socio-political
and religious movements and organizations in the Society is not allowed.

Article 4.
Household, economic and social activities

4.1. The sources of financing for the activities and formation of the property of the Company
are:

- property transferred to him by the founders;

- money received from the issue of shares:

- income from educational, scientific, methodological, industrial, economic and other activities;

- depreciation deductions:

- gratuitous and charitable contributions from citizens and legal entities;

- other sources not prohibited by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

4.2, The Company independently plans its activities and determines development prospects on
the basis of contracts concluded with counterparties.

4.3, Financing of the educational activities of the Society under the state order is carried out
by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan or other authorized government
body on the basis of an annually established standard, determined per student.

4.4, The Company uses, if necessary, loans obtained on a commercial, contractual basis from
banks and firms, in compliance with the current legislation.
4.5. The Company, on the basis of the right of operational management, carries out the

possession, use and disposal of the property transferred to it for management within the limits established
by the current legislation.

4.6. Due to the fact that the Company is a non-profit organization, its net income is used for
its development and creation of the necessary conditions for employees and students.

Article 5.
Control, accounting and reporting

5.1. Operational financial reporting and accounting of the Company is carried out in
accordance with the Accounting Policy of the Company, approved by the Board of Directors, and the
current legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

B3 The results of the financial activities of the Company are established on the basis of the
annual accounting report. The administration annually submits to the General Meeting of Shareholders
the annual financial statements for the past year for its discussion and approval. Annual financial
statements are subject to prior approval by the board of directors no later than 30 days prior to the date of
the annual general meeting of shareholders.

53. The annual financial statements are prepared in accordance with the legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan on accounting and financial reporting and International Financial Reporting
Standards (IFRS). The company audits the annual financial statements.

54. Write-off from the Company's balance sheet of uncollectible debts, shortages and losses
of inventory items, obsolete and unsuitable for further use equipment, dilapidated structures, as well as

Article 6.
The authorized capital of the Company
6.1, The authorized capital of the Company is formed by means of payment for shares by the

tounders at their par value and sale of shares to investors at the placement price established in accordance
with the requirements of the current legislation.

62, The increase in the authorized capital of the Company is carried out through" the
placement of the authorized shares of the Company.

Article 7.
Company shares

7.1. Share - a security issued by the Company and certifying the rights to participate in the
management of the Company, to receive a part of the property remaining after the liquidation of the
Company.

1.2, The company issues common shares in non-documentary form. A common share grants
each shareholder who owns it the same amount of rights.

The share is indivisible. If a share is purchased by several persons, all of them in relation to the
Company are recognized as one shareholder and exercise their rights through a common representative.

73 The Company shall not have the right to prevent a shareholder from selling the shares of
the Company belonging to him. The Company has the right to make an offer to a shareholder wishing to
sell shares to buy them by the Company itself or by third parties at a price exceeding the offered price.
Transactions with shares of the Company are made in accordance with the requirements of the current
legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

7.4. On the initiative of the Company, with the consent of the shareholder, on the basis of the
decision of the Board of Directors, the placed shares may be redeemed for the purpose of their subsequent
sale.

) A company intending to place announced shares or previously bought back shares is
obliged to notify them in writing or in the mass media 30 days prior to their sale and offer its shareholders
to purchase shares on equal terms at a price set by the board of directors.

Article 8
Rights and obligations of shareholders

8.1. The shareholder of the Company has the right:

1) participate in the management of the Company in the manner prescribed by the Law of the
Republic of Kazakhstan "On Joint Stock Companies" and the Charter of the Company;

2) receive information about the activities of the Company, including familiarization with the
financial statements of the Company, in the manner determined by the general meeting of shareholders:

3)  receive extracts from the registrar or nominee holder confirming his ownership of securities;

4)  propose to the general meeting of shareholders of the Company candidates for election to the
Board of Directors of the Company;

3)  challenge in court the decisions made by the Company's bodies;

6)  apply to the Company with written inquiries about its activities and receive reasoned answers
within thirty days from the date of receipt of the request by the Company;

7)  for a part of the property upon liquidation of the Company:

8)  preemptive purchase of shares or other securities of the Company, convertible into its shares,
in the manner prescribed by the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Joint Stock Companies", with
the exception of cases stipulated by legislative acts.

8.2. A major shareholder also has the right to:

1)  demand the convocation of an extraordinary general meeting of shareholders or apply to the
court with a claim for its convocation if the board of directors refuses to convene a general meeting of
shareholders;

2)  propose to the board of directors to include additional items on the agenda of the general
meeting of shareholders;

3)  demand the convocation of a meeting of the board of directors;

4)  require the audit organization to conduct an audit of the Company at its own expense.



8.3. Restrictions on the rights of shareholders established by paragraphs 1 and 2 of this article.

Article 9

* Executive body - Rectorate,
* The collegial body is the Academic Council.
[f necessary, the Society can create other bodies as well.

Article 10,
General Meeting of Shareholders

10.1. The supreme body of the Company is the General Meeting of Shareholders. General
meetings of shareholders are subdivided into annual and extraordinary ones.

The company is obliged to hold an annual general meeting of shareholders annually. Other general
meetings of shareholders are extraordinary.

10.2. The annual general meeting of shareholders approves the annual financial statements of
the Company, determines the procedure for distributing net income for the past financial year, considers
other issues, decisions on which are attributed to the competence of the general meeting of shareholders.

10.3. The Annual General Meeting of Shareholders must be held within five months after the
end of the financial year.

The specified period is considered extended up to three months if it is impossible to complete the
audit of the Company for the reporting period.

Article 11.
Exclusive competence of the general meeting of shareholders

3)  making a decision on changing the number of authorized shares of the Company;

4)  approval of the corporate governance code, as well as amendments and additions to it.

5)  determination of the conditions and procedure for converting the company's securities, as
well as their change;

6)  determination of the quantitative composition and term of office of the counting commission,
election of its members and early termination of their powers;

7)  determination of the quantitative composition, term of office of the board of directors.
election of its members and early termination of their powers, as well as determination of the amount and
terms of payment of remuneration to members of the board of directors:

8)  hearing the annual report of the Board of Directors on the work done:

9)  determination of the auditing organization performing the audit of the Company;

10) approval of the annual financial statements of the Company:

2), 3) clause 11.1 of this article, are
adopted by a qualified majority of the voting shares of the Company. Decisions on other issues referred to
the exclusive competence of the general meeting of shareholders are made by a simple majority of the
voting shares participating in the voting.

I1.3. The general meeting of shareholders has the right to cancel any decision of other bodies
of the Company on issues related to the internal activities of the Company, unless otherwise specified by
the charter.

Article 12,
The procedure for convening and preparing the general meeting of shareholders
12.1. The annual general meeting of shareholders is convened by the board of directors.
12.2. An extraordinary general meeting of shareholders is convened on the initiative of:

1) board of directors;

2)  amajor shareholder.

An extraordinary general meeting of shareholders of the Company in the process of voluntary
liquidation may be convened, prepared and held by the liquidation commission of the Company.

123, Preparation and holding of the general meeting of shareholders is carried out:

1) the executive body;

2) the registrar of the Company in accordance with the agreement concluded with him;

3) the board of directors:

4) the liquidation commission of the Company.

12.4. The costs of convening, preparing and holding a general meeting of shareholders shall be
borne by the Company, except for the cases established by the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On
Joint Stock Companies™.

128 The list of shareholders entitled to take part in the general meeting of shareholders and
vote at it is compiled by the registrar of the Company on the basis of data from the register of
shareholders of the Company. The date of drawing up the specified list cannot be set earlier than the date
of the decision to hold the general meeting.

The information to be included in the list of shareholders is determined by the authorized body.

12.6.  If, after compiling the list of shareholders entitled to participate in the general meeting of
shareholders and vote at it, the person included in this list alienates the voting shares of the Company
belonging to him, the right to participate in the general meeting of shareholders passes to the new
shareholder. In this case, documents must be submitted confirming the ownership of the shares.

12.7. The date and time of the general meeting of shareholders must be set in such a way that
the largest number of persons entitled to participate in the meeting can take part.

The general meeting of shareholders must be held in the locality at the location of the executive
body.

: 12.8. The time of the beginning of registration of the meeting participants and the time of the
meeting shall provide the counting commission of the Company with sufficient time for registration.
counting the number of meeting participants and determining the presence of its quorum.
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12.9.  Shareholders must be notified of the upcoming general meeting no later than thirty
calendar days, and in the case of absentee or mixed voting, no later than forty-five calendar days before
the date of the meeting.

12.10.  The notice of the general meeting of shareholders must be published in the media and (or)
brought to the attention of the shareholder by sending him a written message. A written message on the
holding of a general meeting of shareholders is sent to shareholders on paper or in electronic form, which
have the same legal force

12.11. The notice of the general meeting of shareholders of the Company must contain:

1) full name and location of the executive body of the Company;

2) information about the initiator of the convocation of the meeting;

3) the date, time and place of the general meeting of shareholders of the Company, the time of the
beginning of registration of the participants of the meeting, as well as the date and time of the repeated
general meeting of shareholders of the Company, which must be held if the first meeting does not take
place;

4) the date of compiling the list of shareholders entitled to participate in the general meeting of
shareholders;

5) the agenda of the general meeting of shareholders;

6) the procedure for familiarizing the shareholders of the Company with materials on the agenda of
the general meeting of shareholders:

7) the procedure for holding the meeting;

8) the procedure for holding absentee voting and the procedure for absentee voting;

9) the norms of the legislative acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan, in accordance with which the
meeting is held.

[2.12. The agenda of the general meeting of shareholders is formed by the Board of Directors
and must contain an exhaustive list of specifically formulated issues to be discussed.

The agenda of the general meeting of shareholders is approved by a majority vote of the total
number of voting shares of the Company represented at the meeting.

12.13.  The agenda may be amended and (or) supplemented if the majority of shareholders (or
their representatives) participating in the general meeting of shareholders and holding in aggregate at least
ninety-five percent of the voting shares of the Company voted for them.

When a decision is made by the general meeting of shareholders through absentee voting, the
agenda of the general meeting of shareholders cannot be changed and (or) supplemented.

12.14. The general meeting of shareholders is not entitled to consider issues not included in its
agenda and make decisions on them.

Article 13
Procedure for Conducting and Making Decisions by the General Meeting of Shareholders
13.1. A general meeting of shareholders shall be deemed competent if shareholders or their

representatives included in the list of shareholders entitled to take part in it and vote at it, owning in
aggregate fifty or more percent of voting shares are represented at it.

132, The general meeting may be attended by shareholders or their representatives by a
notarized power of attorney attached to the minutes of the meeting.

A shareholder (shareholder's representative) who has not been registered is not taken into account
when determining the quorum and is not entitled to take part in voting.

1323, A repeated general meeting held instead of a failed one is legally competent if
shareholders (and their representatives) are registered in it, owning in aggregate forty or more percent of
shares, including those voting in absentia.

[3.4. The general meeting of shareholders chooses the form of voting: open or secret (by
ballots), election of the chairman and secretary. Decisions on these issues are taken by a simple majority
of votes of the shareholders present (one shareholder-one vote). Members of the administration cannot
preside over the general meeting of shareholders.

13.5. Each shareholder at the general meeting has a number of votes equal to the number of
voting shares held by him.

The board of directors is elected by cumulative voting.

Voting on procedural issues of the general meeting - each shareholder has one vote.

13.6.  In case of secret ballot at a general meeting in person, ballots are drawn up for each
separate issue. A secret ballot must contain:

1) the wording of the issue or its serial number in the agenda:
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2) options for voting on the issue, expressed by the words: “for”, “against”, “abstained” or options
for each candidate to the bodies of the Company.

13.7. The shareholder shall not sign the ballot for in-person voting. When counting votes on
ballots for in-person secret voting, votes are taken into account on those issues on which the voting
shareholder observed the voting procedure specified in the ballot, and only one of the possible voting
options is marked.

13.8. The counting of votes is carried out by a counting commission elected at the general
meeting of shareholders of the Company, the number of shareholders of which is one hundred or more.

In a company with less than one hundred shareholders, the functions of the counting commission
are performed by the secretary of the general meeting of shareholders. The functions of the counting
commission at the first general meeting of shareholders are performed by the registrar of the Company:

13.9.  The counting commission must consist of at least three people. The counting commission
may not include members of its collegial bodies.

In the absence of a member of the counting commission during the general meeting of
shareholders, an additional election of a member of the counting commission at the time of the meeting is
permitted.

13.10.  Counting commission:

1) checks the powers of persons who have arrived to participate in the general meeting of
shareholders;

2) register the participants of the general meeting of shareholders and issue them materials on the
agenda of the general meeting of shareholders:

3) determine the validity of the received ballots for absentee voting and count the number of valid
ballots and the votes indicated in them for each item on the agenda;

4) determines the presence of a quorum of the general meeting of shareholders, including during
the entire time of the meeting, and announces the presence or absence of a quorum;

5) explain the issues of exercising the rights of shareholders at the general meeting of shareholders;

6) counts votes on issues considered by the general meeting of shareholders and summarizes the
voting results;

7) draw up a protocol on the results of voting at the general meeting of shareholders;

8) transfers to the archives of the Company the voting ballots and the minutes of the voting results;

9) ensures the confidentiality of the information contained in the completed voting ballots at the
general meeting of shareholders.

I3.11.  Resolutions of the General Meeting of Shareholders of the Company may be adopted by
absentee voting. Absentee voting can be used in conjunction with explicit voting of those present at the
general meeting (mixed voting), or without holding a meeting of the general meeting.

13.12. When conducting absentee voting, ballots of a single form containing an explanation of
the voting procedure must be used.

13.13. Decisions made in the form of absentee voting are valid subject to the observance of the
quorum required for the general meeting of shareholders.

13.14.  The decision of the general meeting of shareholders is drawn up in minutes within three
days. The minutes are signed by the chairman (members of the presidium) and the secretary of the general
meeting, members of the counting commission, major shareholders participating in the general meeting.
If a major shareholder disagrees with the content of the minutes. he may refuse to sign by presenting a
written explanation of the refusal, which is attached to the minutes of the meeting, If the shareholder has a
dissenting opinion on the issue put to the vote, the secretary is obliged to make a corresponding entry in
the minutes. Voting results minutes shall be attached to the minutes of the general meeting of
shareholders,

[3.15.  The decision of the general meeting of shareholders may be appealed in court if such a
decision contradicts the legislation and the Articles of Association of the Company.

[3.16.  Each shareholder has the right to receive the minutes of the meeting or an extract from it.

Article 14,
Board of Directors

14.1. The Board of Directors carries out general management of the Company's activities,
except for issues attributed to the exclusive competence of the general meeting of shareholders.

142.  The work of the board of directors is organized by its chairman, elected by secret ballot
from among the members of the board of directors by a majority vote of the total number of members of
the board of directors.

14.3.  The exclusive competence of the board of directors includes the following issues:



[) determination of priority areas of activity and development strategy of the Company;

2) making a decision on convening annual and extraordinary general meetings of shareholders:

3) making a decision on the placement of the Company's shares and the price of their placement
within the limits of the number of authorized shares;

4) making a decision on the redemption of the placed shares by the Company;

5) preliminary approval of the annual financial statements of the Company;

6) determination of the terms of the issue of bonds and derivative securities of the Company:

7) determination of the quantitative composition, term of office of the executive body - the
rectorate, election of its head (rector) and members, as well as early termination of their powers. When
determining the quantitative composition of the administration, as well as when electing members of the
administration, the board of directors must be based on the approved structure of the Company:; '

8) determination of the size of official salaries and conditions of remuneration and bonuses for
the head (rector) and members of the executive body - the rectorate:

9) determination of the amount of payment for the services of an audit organization, as well as
an appraiser for assessing the market value of property transferred in payment for the company's shares or
which is the subject of a major transaction:

10) determination of the quantitative composition, term of office of the internal audit service,
appointment of its head and members, as well as early termination of their powers, determination of the
procedure for the work of the internal audit service, the amount and conditions of remuneration and
bonuses to employees of the internal audit service;

I'1) appointment, determination of the term of office of the corporate secretary, early termination
of his office, as well as determination of the size of the official salary and the terms of remuneration of
the corporate secretary;

12) approval of documents regulating the internal activities of the Company (with the exception
of documents adopted by the executive body - the rectorate in order to organize the activities of the
Company);

13) staffing approval

14) approval of the amount of payment for training in educational programs of higher and (or)
postgraduate education;

L5) approval of the form and requirements for filling out documents on education of its own
sample;

16) making decisions on the creation and liquidation of academic structural divisions;

I'7) making decisions on the establishment and closure of branches and representative offices of
the Company and approval of regulations on them:

18) making a decision on the acquisition (disposal) by the Company of ten or more percent of
shares (stakes in the authorized capital) of other legal entities;

19) an increase in the Company's liabilities by an amount of ten or more percent of the size of its
equity capital;

20) selection of the registrar of the Company in case of termination of the agreement with the
previous registrar;

21) determination of information about the Company or its activities constituting an official,
commercial or other secret protected by law:

22) making decisions on the conclusion of major transactions and transactions in which the
Company has an interest, with the exception of major transactions, the decision on the conclusion of
which is made by the general meeting of shareholders of the Company ;

23) approval of regulations on the committees of the Board of Directors;

24) approval of the annual report of the executive body - the rectorate on the results of the
academic year;

25) other issues stipulated by the current legislation and this Charter, not related to the exclusive
competence of the general meeting of shareholders.

14.4. [ssues attributed to the exclusive competence of the board of directors cannot be
transferred for decision to the administration.
14.5. To consider the most important issues and prepare recommendations for the Board of

Directors, committees should be established on the following issues:
) strategic planning, personnel and remuneration:
2) internal audit;
3) social issues;
4) other issues stipulated by the internal documents of the Company.
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Consideration of the issues listed in part one of this clause may be referred to the competence of one or
several committees of the board of directors, with the exception of internal audit issues considered by a
separate committee of the board of directors.

14.6. Committees of the Board of Directors consist of members of the Board of Directors and
experts with the necessary professional knowledge to work in a specific committee
14.7. The Board of Directors is not entitled to make decisions on issues that, in accordance

with the Company's charter, are referred to the competence of the administration, as well as make
decisions that contradict the decisions of the general meeting of shareholders.

14.8. A member of the board of directors can only be an individual from among shareholders,
persons representing the interests of shareholders, as well as other persons who are not shareholders and
do not represent the interests of shareholders. The number of other persons should not be more than fifty
percent of the composition of the board of directors.

The number of members of the board of directors must be at least three people. At least one third of
the members of the Board of Directors of the Company must be independent directors.

14.9. Members of the administration, with the exception of the rector, cannot be elected to the
board of directors. The rector cannot be the chairman of the board of directors.

14.10.  Early termination of powers of a member of the Board of Directors on his initiative is
carried out on the basis of a written notice to the Board of Directors. The powers are terminated from the
moment the said notification is received by the Board of Directors, unless the date of early termination of
the powers of a member of the Board of Directors is indicated in the notification.

14.11. A meeting of the board of directors may be convened at the initiative of its chairman or at
the initiative of the administration, or at the request of:

* any member of the board of directors;

* an audit organization that audits the Company;

* a major shareholder;

* Internal audit service of the Company.

The request to convene a meeting of the board of directors is presented to the chairman of the board
of directors by sending a corresponding written message containing the proposed agenda for the meeting
of the board of directors. A meeting of the board of directors must be convened no later than 10 days from
the date of receipt of the request for convocation.

Written message on the date, place, time and form of a scheduled and extraordinary meeting of the
Board of Directors, indicating the agenda of the meeting, indicating the initiator of the meeting (if the
initiator of the convocation is not the chairman of the Board of Directors) and attachment of materials
necessary for making a decision, are handed over by the Corporate Secretary personally against signature,
or sent by mail, or by facsimile or electronic communication to each member of the Board of Directors at
least three days before the date of the meeting. Materials containing commercial and other secrets of the
Company may not be sent by facsimile or electronic communication.

A meeting of the Board of Directors is held in the personal presence of members of the Board of
Directors, as well as via videoconference (interactive audiovisual communication), conference calls
(simultaneous conversation of members of the Board of Directors in a telephone meeting), as well as
using other means of communication that allow meeting participants to hear and talk to each other. A
person participating in this way is considered to be present at the meeting in person and, in accordance
with the Charter, has the right to vote and be counted in the quorum.

14.12. A meeting of the board of directors shall be deemed competent if attended by at least half
of its members. Each member of the board of directors has one vote when voting. Decisions of the board
of directors are adopted by a simple majority of votes present at the meeting. In case of equality of votes,

the vote of the chairman is decisive.
14.13.  The decisions of the board of directors are formalized in minutes within three days. The

minutes are signed by the chairman and the secretary of the meeting.

14.14.  Organizational work on the convocation, preparation and holding of meetings of the
Board of Directors is carried out by the corporate secretary, whose position is provided for by the staffing
table of the Company. Corporate secretary - an employee of a joint-stock company who is not a member
of the Board of Directors and (or) administration, who is appointed by the Board of Directors of the
Company and reports to it, and also, as part of his activities, controls the preparation and holding of
meetings of shareholders and the Board of Directors, ensures the formation of materials on agenda items
the day of the general meeting of shareholders and materials for the meeting of the Board of Directors of
the Company, monitors access to them. The competence and activities of the corporate secretary are
determined by the internal documents of the Company.



Article 15,
Administration of the Society

I5.1. The executive body of the Society is the administration, headed by the rector.

5.2, The administration manages the current activities of the Company, implements decisions
of the General Meeting of Shareholders and the Board of Directors.

15.3, The administration has the right to make decisions on any issues of the Company's

activities that are not attributed to the competence of other bodies and officials of the Company by the
current legislation and the Company's charter.

The Company has the right to dispute the validity of a transaction made by the administration in
violation of the restrictions established by the Company, if it proves that at the time of the transaction,.the
parties knew about such restrictions.

15.4. Members of the administration may be shareholders and employees of the Company who
are not its shareholders.

A member of the executive body has the right to work in other organizations only with the consent
of the board of directors.

15.5. The functions, rights and obligations of a member of the administration are determined by
the current legislation, the charter of the Company, as well as the Labor agreement concluded by the said
person with the Company. An employment contract on behalf of the Company with the head of the
executive body is signed by the chairman of the board of directors or a person authorized to do so by the
general meeting of shareholders or the board of directors. An employment contract with the rest of the
administration is signed by the rector.

15.6. The administration holds its meetings at least once every two months. A meeting is
considered competent if attended by at least two thirds of the total number of members of the
administration. In the absence of the rector, the meeting is held by one of the pro-rectors of the Society, to
whom the rector has delegated the appropriate powers.

157, The administration makes decisions by a majority vote (50 percent plus one vote). In case
of equality of votes, the vote of the rector is decisive. Voting of members of the administration can be
open or secret, which is determined by the decision of the administration, unless otherwise specified.

Article 16.
Powers of the Rector

16.1. Rector:

l)  organizes the implementation of decisions of the general meeting of shareholders and the
board of directors;

2)  acts on behalf of the Company in relations with third parties without a power of attorney:;

3) issues powers of attorney for the right to represent the Company in its relations with third
parties; hires, transfers and dismiss employees of the Company: applies incentives to them and imposes
disciplinary sanctions;

4)  establishes the size of the official salaries of the Company's employees and personal
allowances to salaries in accordance with the staffing table of the Company, determines the amount of
bonuses for the Company's employees (with the exception of employees who are members of the
administration, employees of the internal audit service and the corporate secretary);

5)  organizes work to combat corruption in the Company and bears personal responsibility for
the effectiveness of this work:

6) in the event of his absence, assigns the performance of his duties to one of the members of
the administration;

7)  approves the staffing table;

8)  distributes duties, as well as areas of authority and responsibility among members of the
administration;

9)  approves regulations on structural divisions, Job descriptions of employees, standards,
including on safety and labor protection

10)  has the right to alienate the property of the Company under transactions that do not fall under

the concept of "major transaction".
1) within the limits of its powers, issues orders, instructions, instructions and other

administrative documents binding on all employees and students of the Company on issues not falling
within the exclusive competence of the General Meeting of Shareholders and the Board of Directors:

12)  performs other functions determined by the charter of the Company and decisions of the
general meeting of shareholders and the board of directors.



Article 16-1
The president

16-1.1. Society President:

- carries out strategic planning of the Company's activities;

- organizes cooperation with foreign universities in order to improve the quality of education and
international cognition;

- creates the necessary conditions for participation in international programs;

- represents the interests of the Society in negotiations with representatives of foreign universities
for the purpose of cooperation in the field of science and academic mobility, as well as the conclusion of
relevant memorandums and agreements;

- engages foreign teachers:

- participates in solving issues of improving the educational, scientific, educational, organizational
and management activities of the Society:

- periodically reports to the board of directors on the results of its activities.

16-1.2. The President's activities are aimed at increasing the efficiency of the Society's
management, promoting the development of the Society, and expanding the representative functions.

16-1.3. The President is elected and dismissed by the Board of Directors of the Company. The
activities of the President, including salaries and remuneration, are financed under the program for
attracting foreign top managers at the expense of the authorized body in the field of education.

Article 17,
Academic Council

17.1. The Academic Council includes: the rector, who is the chairman, the president, vice-
rectors, directors of institutes, heads of departments, heads of structural divisions, teachers and
employees, and also one representative from the trade union organizations of workers and students should
be included. At least 50% of the Academic Council is elected by open or secret ballot at general meetings
of the collectives of the Company's structural divisions.

17.2. Determination of the quantitative composition and term of office of the Academic
Council is made by the rector. The personal composition of the Academic Council is approved by the
order of the rector.

(o Within its competence, the Academic Council performs the following functions:

1) structure approval;

2) consideration and approval of the plan for the modernization of the educational and laboratory
facilities:

3) makes proposals for the creation and liquidation of the academic structural divisions of the
University;

4) decision-making on all fundamental issues of the organization of educational, research and
economic activities of the University;

5) hearing the annual reports of the rector, vice-rectors, heads of structural divisions and on the
forms and methods of conducting educational, research, educational, financial. economic, informational
and international activities;

6) consideration and recommendation for publication of textbooks and teaching aids and
educational and methodological developments;

7) making a decision on the transfer of students from a paid department to an educational grant and
to study in the form of an external study:

8) approval of topics and scientific advisers-consultants for undergraduates and doctoral students
in dissertation research;

9) determination of the procedure for the use of extra-budgetary funds, as well as directions for
reinvesting income received by the University through the provision of paid educational services and the
sale of manufactured products;

10) approval and awarding of scientists and honorary titles, personal scholarships and prizes;

I1) consideration of issues of presentation to the staff of the University, to government awards and
honorary titles;

12) consideration of other issues of the current activities of the University that require a collegial
decision,

174, The Scientific Council meets at least once every two months. The decisions of the
Academic Council are competent if at least 2/3 of the members take part in its meetings. Decisions are
taken by an open or secret ballot by a simple majority of votes. The decisions of the Academic Council
come into force after their approval by the rector.



Article 18.
Reception of Students and organization of the educational process
18.1. For training in various educational programs, the Company accepts citizens, regardless of
citizenship, under direct contracts with individuals and legal entities with full reimbursement of training
costs and under the state order of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan or
another authorized body of state administration of the education system.

18.2. The volume and structure of admission to various educational programs under contracts
with full reimbursement of training costs is determined annually by the administration.

18.3. Students are admitted to the university on the basis of the admission rules approved
annually by the rector. -

18.4. The relationship between the Company and the student, his parents and other legal
representatives, in connection with the implementation of educational services, is regulated by the
contract for the provision of educational services.

18.5. Training on educational programs of students (students, bachelors, undergraduates,
doctoral students) is carried out using credit technology in the state, Russian and (or) other languages of
the peoples of the world.

18.6. The duration of the academic year, academic periods (semesters, quarters, trimesters) and
vacations, the weekly study load of students are determined by the curriculum and the schedule of the
educational process. The content of the educational program of students is determined on the basis of
state compulsory standards of the corresponding level of education.

18.7. The educational achievements of students are assessed in points on a 100-point scale,
corresponding to the point-rating letter system adopted in international practice and indicating the
corresponding digital equivalent on a four-point system.

The final grade for the discipline includes grades of current and midterm control and exam grade. In
the final assessment of knowledge in the discipline, the assessment of current control and midterm
attestations (assessment of the admission rating) should be 60% of its value, and the assessment of the
intermediate attestation (exam) - 40%.

A student in one of the educational programs who has fulfilled the requirements of the curriculum
and passed the final state certification is issued a document on the level of education and qualifications

and (or) an academic degree.

Article 19.
Grounds and procedure for the restoration and expulsion of Students

19.1. Students can be expelled from the Society for the following reasons:

1) at your own request:

2)  for violation of the principles of academic integrity;

3)  for violation of the Internal Regulations and the Charter of the Company;

4)  for violation of the terms of the agreement on the provision of educational services,
including for non-payment of tuition fees;

5)  for academic failure, failure to fulfill the curriculum on time for unreasonable reasons, or
receiving an unsatisfactory mark on the state final certification:

6) in connection with the transfer to continue training in another educational organization;
7)  in connection with death, as well as in case of recognition as missing or deceased by a court
decision;

8)  for one-time gross failure to fulfill the student's obligations stipulated by the Charter of the
Company, the Internal Regulations and the Rules of Residence in the Society's hostel;

9)  for systematic violation of the obligations stipulated by the Charter of the Company, the
Internal Regulations and the Rules of Residence in the Society's dormitory, provided that disciplinary
measures were previously applied to the violator;

10) in the event that a court verdict enters into legal force, by which the student is deprived of his
liberty or to another punishment that excludes the possibility of continuing his studies;

11)  for violation of the conditions stipulated by the training contract;

12) in the case of submission to the student of forged documents or deliberately false
information related to his admission and (or) training in the Company;

13) in the event that the student commits actions that have caused damage to the business
reputation and prestige of the Company:

14)  due to absence from academic leave;
15)  on other grounds provided for by the current legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.



19‘2: The expulsion of students is made on the recommendation of the director of the institute
by order of the rector of the Company,

19.3. The restoration and transfer of students is carried out in accordance with the Rules for the
transfer and restoration of students, developed and approved by the collegial body of the Society.

Article 20.
Rights and obligations of students, faculty and other employees

20.1. The rights and obligations of students and employees of the Company are determined by
the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan, this Charter, and other local acts provided for by the
Charter,

20.2. Learning Societies have the right:

- to participate in solving issues of student life;

- use the premises and services of libraries, equipment of educational, scientific and other
departments in the prescribed manner;

- to determine, in agreement with the department and the directorate of the institute, a set of
alternative training disciplines for the educational program within the limits established by the
curriculum;

- 10 raise the issue of replacing teachers who do not provide classes at the required level;

- take part in research work;

- lo create self-governing bodies to resolve issues of student life:

- to receive additional paid educational services;

- to work in their free time at enterprises and institutions of any organizational and legal forms in
agreement with the director of the institute.

20.3. Students are required to:

- to master theoretical knowledge, practical skills, modern research methods according to the
chosen educational program, humanitarian and socio-political sciences;

- complete, within a specified time frame. all types of assignments provided for by the relevant
curricula and training programs:

- strive to improve general culture, morality and physical improvement;

- comply with the rules of academic honesty:

- comply with the internal regulations, compensate for material damage.

204. Students who have fulfilled all the requirements of the curriculum (individual) plan are
admitted to the final certification, based on the results of which the issue of issuing them a document on
the appropriate level of education, qualifications and the award of an academic degree is decided.

20.5. A graduate of a bachelor's degree who has passed exams for the entire period of study
with grades of "excellent" and "good", who has scored a GPA for the entire period of study of at least 3.5,
defended his graduation work and passed all state exams for grades "excellent", and who did not have a
retake or repeated exams during the entire period of study, a diploma with honors is issued.

20.6. The company provides employment for at least 50% of graduates in the context of the
direction of personnel training during the year of graduation.

20.7. Students who have completed an additional curriculum for enhanced training in
individual subjects and other activities are issued appropriate certificates,

20.8. Distracting students from training sessions to work not related to the educational process
is not allowed.

20.9. The legal status of students studying at the departments of advanced training and

retraining of specialists, in terms of receiving educational services, corresponds to the status of a student
of the corresponding forms of training.

20.10.  The teaching and research staff is obliged to:

- to ensure high efficiency of pedagogical and scientific processes;

- to form students' professional qualities in the chosen direction of training (educational program);

- to educate students of high morality and civic position: . o
- to develop in pupils, students, undergraduates and doctoral students independence, initiative,

20.13.  The society has the right to attract specialists from other universities and leading
organizations, including foreign ones, to deliver lectures. participate in research projects on the terms
determined by the employment contract.

20.14. Al employees of the Society have the right to participate in the discussion of educational,
scientific, methodological and production activitjes.

Article 21.
List and procedure for the provision of paid services
21.1 Along with the provision of free educational services for students under the state order

the Company provides paid educational services in accordance with the Law of the Republic of
Kazakhstan dated July 27,2007 “On Education™,

21.2. The relationship between the Company and the Student, his parents and legal
representatives, in connection with the implementation of paid educational services, is regulated by the
contract for the provision of educational services on a paid basis, which determines the level of education.
the duration of training, the amount of tuition fees, and other conditions. In turn, the relationship between
the Company and legal entities, individuals, in connection with the sale of paid services, are regulated by
an agreement for the provision of goods (works and services) on a paid basis.

21.3. The list of provision of paid services is determined by clause 2.2.1. Article 2 of this

22.1. The content of training in the Company is a set of educational services that allow to

23.1. Retraining and advanced training of scientific and pedagogical personnel and specialists

are carried out in special courses, as well as by referral for advanced training and internships in other

universities and advanced enterprises. ‘ o _
23.2, Retraining, advanced training of scientific and pedagogical personnel and specialists are
carried out both by state order and on a contractual basis with individuals and legal entities.

Article 24
Scientific activity



24.1. The implementation of research, development and technological work (services) is
cgrried out in research centers and laboratories, scientific groups of departments, institutes and other
divisions of the Society. Structural research units are responsible for the quality and compliance with the
terms of research in accordance with the approved plans or concluded contracts,

24.2.  The most important tasks of scientific activity are:

- conducting fundamental research on the problems of natural, social, humanitarian and technical
sciences;

- conducting applied research to solve urgent problems of the development of a market economy;

- accelerating the implementation of the results of research and development in order to solve
important socio-economic problems:

- participation in the development of the most important scientific problems of the development
and improvement of higher education in the country;

- participation in the training of scientific and pedagogical personnel, promoting the growth of
qualifications of the teaching staff of the Society;

- participation in the training of specialists by actively using the results of scientific research in the
educational process;

- development of international scientific and technical cooperation with the aim of bringing the
created science-intensive products to the world market:

- conducting scientific conferences, Symposia;

- organizational, regulatory and methodological, information and analytical, metrological and
advertising and exhibition support for the scientific activities of the Society;

- legal protection and protection of the Company's property rights to objects of intellectual property
created in the course of scientific and educational activities;

- development and implementation of economic and organizational measures to attract budgetary
and non-budgetary funds to the Company.

24.3. In the field of international scientific and technical cooperation, the Society:

- participates in the creation of international departments, educational and scientific centers and
laboratories, science and technology parks and enterprises;

- conducts joint research:

- participates in the preparation and implementation of international scientific and technical
programs and projects;

- exchanges specialists for joint scientific research:

- participates in the organization and holding of international scientific conferences, symposia and
seminars.

24.4. The Society plans its scientific and research and production activities based on the
demand for scientific and technical products. Scientific directions of the Society are formed by the
Academic Council.

24,5, Organizational support of scientific research and development in the Company is carried
out by the relevant structural unit. the activities of which are regulated by its regulations.
24.6.  The teaching staff, researchers, students and other employees of the Society may be

involved in the implementation of scientific work.

The employees of the Society involved in the implementation of scientific work have the right to
choose methods and means of conducting scientific research that meet safety measures, most fully
correspond to their individual characteristics and ensure the high quality of the scientific process.

24.7. Fundamental and applied scientific research, experimental design and technological work
are carried out in close connection with the educational process in order to provide a material, technical
and intellectual base for training specialists.

24.8. The company provides the necessary conditions:

» for conducting research work;

* for the organization of scientific conferences and seminars;

» for the publication of research materials.

Article 25
Working hours and labor relations .
25.1. The mode of operation of the Company is determined in accordance with the labor
legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan, o
25.2. The Company has the right to recruit any number of personnel on the basis of

employment contracts, as well as other forms of contracts governing the employee's labor relations with
the Company.

257 The company is obliged to provide all employees with safe working conditions and bears

responsibility in accordance with the procedure established by law for harm caused to the employee by
injury or other damage to health.

Article 26.
Reorganization and liquidation of the Company

26.1. Reorganization of the C ompany.

26.1.1. The reorganization of the Company (merger, acquisition, division, separation,
transformation) is carried out by decision of the general meeting of shareholders in accordance with the
requirements of the current legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan,

26.1.2.  The property rights and obligations of the reorganized Company are transferred to the
newly created legal entity: upon merger, acquisition and transformation - in accordance with the deed of
transfer, upon division and spin-off - in accordance with the separation balance sheet.

The deed of transfer and the separation balance sheet must contain provisions on the legal
succession for all the obligations of the reorganized Company in relation to all of its creditors and
debtors, including the obligations contested by the parties .

26.1.3.  The deed of transfer and the separation balance sheet are approved by the general meeting
of shareholders and are submitted together with the constituent documents for state registration of newly
emerged legal entities or amendments to the constituent documents.

26.1.4.  The company is considered reorganized from the moment of state registration of the
newly formed organization (organizations).

26.1.5. In the event of reorganization of the Company by merging another organization with it,
the Company is considered reorganized from the moment the entry on the termination of the activities of
the affiliated organization is entered into the state register of legal entities.

26.1.6.  The approval of the charter and the election of the bodies of the new Company is carried
out by the general meeting of shareholders of the newly formed Company,

26.2. Liquidation of the Company.

26.2.1.  The activities of the Company may be terminated voluntarily by decision of the general
meeting of shareholders, which determines the liquidation procedure in accordance with the current
legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and in case of termination of activities by a court decision
(bankruptcy, invalidation of the registration of the Company) - by the liquidation commission appointed
by the court. Shareholders holding five or more percent of shares are entitled to have their own
representative in the liquidation commission.

26.2.2.  The liquidation commission evaluates assets. identifies debtors and creditors and settles
accounts with them, draws up a liquidation balance sheet and submits it for approval to the general
meeting of shareholders.

26.2.3.  The liquidation commission has the right to conclude transactions that are necessary to
complete the activities of the Company.

26.2.4.- Shareholders are obliged to take measures to complete the academic year of students of
the liquidated Society in other educational organizations.

26.2.5.  Shareholders retain ownership of the Company's property remaining after settlemelnts
with creditors. The property of the liquidated Company is distributed by the liquidation commisspn
among the shareholders in the manner prescribed by the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Joint
Stock Companies”. _ .

26.2.6.  Liquidation is considered completed from the moment of making an entry about it in the
State Register of Legal Entities of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Article 27.
Final provisions o o
26.3. In all other respects that are not provided for by this Charter? the‘Company in its activities
is guided by the provisions of the current regulatory legal acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
